The benefits of debate participation include increased reading scores, test scores, graduation rates, and increased participation in college and post secondary education.  While Urban Debate Leagues have been around for almost 20 years, The Miami-Dade Urban Debate League began in 2005 under the leadership of Barbara Garret, the guidance of the National Debate Project, and the cooperative support of the University of Miami Debate Program and the School of Communication.

1954: The Year College Debate was Dangerous

Dr. Gordon Mitchell (Professor, University of Pittsburgh)

In 1954, the National Intercollegiate Debate Topic was “Resolved: That the United States should extend diplomatic relations to the communist government of China.”  Anxiety spread about the ability of students to engage the topic safely; every team would be asked to defend both sides of this resolution.  Some argued that the practice would indoctrinate America’s youth while giving aid and comfort to the communist enemy.  Prominent schools boycotted the debate season, Speech Association of America President Karl Wallace was drawn into the controversy, and millions learned about the issue on Edward R. Murrow’s See It Now television program.
This presentation analyzes the great 1954 “debate about debate,” drawing from archival research of primary materials housed at the University of Massachusetts-Amherst.  The findings provide an occasion to reconsider the political dimensions of switch-side intercollegiate policy debate, especially its potential role as a brake against McCarthyism run amok.

ENCOUNTER POINT with Israeli Director & Producer Ronit Avni

Encounter Point is a feature documentary film that follows a former Israeli settler, a Palestinian ex-prisoner, a bereaved Israeli mother and a wounded Palestinian bereaved brother who risk their lives and public standing to promote a nonviolent end to the conflict. Their journeys lead them to the unlikeliest places to confront hatred within their communities. The film explores what drives them and thousands of other like-minded civilians to overcome anger and grief to work for grassroots solutions. It is a film about the everyday leaders in our midst.
Encounter Point's Israeli/Palestinian/North American/ Brazilian production team of young women includes: director Ronit Avni (formerly of WITNESS), co-director Julia Bacha (co-writer/editor of the award-winning documentary, Control Room), producers Nahanni Rous and Joline Makhlouf, the first Palestinian female pilot. Encounter Point was edited in Jerusalem and Park Slope, Brooklyn, and features original music by Kareem Roustom, who combines classical Arabic melodies and instruments with traditional Jewish Klezmer to form a harmonious fusion that mirrors the subject matter.

Ethan Bronner has been deputy foreign editor of The New York Times since early 2004.  Before that, Mr. Bronner was assistant editorial page editor where he concentrated on foreign affairs, the law and education. Magnum was founded by photographers who wished to work independently and to protect the copyright of its members’ work.  In 1947 when Magnum was founded, the norm for photographers was for the copyright to be held by clients.  With powerful individual vision, Magnum photographers chronicle the world and interpret its people, events, issues and personalities.
Now, the concept of Magnum is expanding online.  Boeglin and executive editor Bjarke Myrthu launched the fledgling Magnum in Motion in 2004 and developed the first multimedia essays on their personal computers.  Magnum in Motion created a template that allows editors and producers to work in a timeline and display images, video and sound in a format that doesn’t require them to program Flash.
